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RESUME

La pneumopéritonite primitive est une entité rare. Son diagnostic est peropératoire. Certains facteurs comme l'infection au VIH
favorisent sa survenue. Les auteurs rapportent un cas de pneumopéritonite primitive chez un patient de 36 ans, vu aux urgences
chirurgicales du Centre Hospitalier Universitaire Sylvanus Olympio de Lomé (Togo).
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SUMMARY

Primitive pneumoperitonitis is a rare entity. The diagnosis is intraoperative. Some factors such as HIV infection promote its
occurrence. The authors report a case of primary pneumoperitonis in a 36-year-old male patient seen at the Sylvanus Olympio
Teaching Hospital of Lome (Togo).
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
